The HARD ROCK Vacation Game
Give each person a sheet of paper and a pen/pencil (or ask them to supply their own) tell them to lay the paper on top of their catalog or folder (they can position it anyway they want, if they ask.)  Tell them to close their eyes and KEEP THEM CLOSED throughout the game.  Use the following “story” (and of course, add your own flavor and personality to it):

As a 31 consultant, you can earn a trip to HARD ROCK CAFÉ IN PUNTA CANA this year through your sales and recruiting efforts.  But today we’re all going on a trip!

We’re going on a ROCKSTAR vacation, 
1. so draw an island in the middle of your paper.

2. To the left of your island, draw a ship.

3. We are surrounded by water…so put some fish in the sea.

4. This is the Hard Rock Resort…so put a resort on the island.

5. It’s a beautiful day…draw some birds flying in the air.

6. All resort have a pool, put a pool next to the resort.
7. There are beautiful palm trees in Puna Cana, draw 3 on the island
8. You are going swimming, draw yourself in the pool.
9. Oops, you forgot your umbrella drink on the edge of the pool, draw that
10. It’s almost always sunny in Punta Cana…so put a big beautiful sun in the sky.

11. Remember, this is the Hard Rock Café, put a sign with a guitar on top of the resort.

Now you can open your eyes and we’ll see how well you did!

***Scoring:

1. If your island is in the middle of the page=10 points

2. If your ship is to the left AND not touching the island=10 points

3. For each fish you have= 5 points

4. If the resort isn’t touching the water= 5 points

5. For each bird you drew= 5 points

6. If the pool isn’t touching the resort= 15 points

7. If any coconut is on the tree= 5 points

8. If you’re in the pool= 10 points

9. If the drink isn’t IN the pool= 15 points

10. Now for the sun: If it is to the left= 20 points; if it is to the right= 15 points; in the middle= 10 points

11. If the sign is touching the top of the resort=10 points

Count up your point total!  The person with the most points gets a prize. (You can use a extra inventory or a small gift from the dollar store.)
