This was created (based on the "imagine..." technique that we learned at NC by Sue Rusch) as a fun way to present some 'simple solutions'. These particular characters were created for a large party where most of the guests were teachers and moms. Because it was a large group,  you want to keep the presentation VERY short, so only 6 characters were done (although there also was Holly Hostess, but that was basically just hostess stacking). Make a name tag for each character (use "Hello, my name is..." stickers). At the party, ask for 6 volunteers. Give each one a sticker, and then explained the idea:

One at a time, each volunteer comes up when I called (by character).

As you read that character's description/story, the volunteer must try to act out (mime) what you’re saying. (Some ladies were SO good at this!)

Once everyone has "met" all the characters, the audience will vote for Best Actress (you can do it by "Applause Meter" (who got the loudest applause)

Then go through each character; read, the volunteer acted. When you get to the "TADA" part, hand her the products that you are describing so that she can demonstrate. At the end, give the best actress something to wear, like a Hot Pink feather boa, and announce that she is getting $10 off her order (the boa is actually a reminder to give her a discount when you’re tallying her order later). This can be a BLAST!  Make changes as needed to tailor it to your audience, but really fun to try!

Characters:
1. TESS the TEACHER: 

· Tess loves teaching, but no one warned her there would be this much HOMEWORK! She walks into school every day, loaded down like a pack mule. There’s her computer bag, her bag of paperwork – plan book, binder, student work to grade, etc. – plus her lunch AND her purse! It’s only the second week of September, and she has already given up on wearing heels. If only she could fit it all into ONE bag!

· TADA! Now Tess has the Super Organizing Utility Tote! All her pens and pencils go in one of the seven pockets and ever her water bottle fits in a pocket! She even got a personalized Zipper Pouch for her toiletries so she can easily find them while going through security.  And no more searching for her passport and ID either with the Timeless Wallet quick at hand!

3. SALLY the SUPER SOCCER MOM:
